Will Vs Be going to

Concepto: Tanto "will' como "be going to" se uftilizan para expresar acciones
futuras, pero tienen matices ligeramente diferentes. "Will' se usa a menudo para
decisiones espontdneas, predicciones basadas en opiniones y promesas, mientras
que "be going to" se usa tipicamente para acciones planificadas, intenciones y
predicciones basadas en evidencia actual.
